Objectives of the Teacher Education Course

1. The student will be able to demonstrate knowledge of Montessori philosophy, theory, and methodology.

2. The student will be able to demonstrate theoretical knowledge and application of pertinent research findings in the fields of child development and early childhood education.

3. The student will be able to demonstrate practical ability in implementing the Montessori philosophy and methods.

4. The student will have the insights and skills needed to work with the individual needs of children and plan for the continuity of learning experiences for children ages 2 ½ through 6.

5. The student will become a part of a “team” in a school and will learn how to work well with co-workers and with the administration of the school.

6. The student will demonstrate love for the children and for the Montessori method.

7. The student will be able to implement child development and early education concepts to other staff, parents and the community.

Tuition and Payment Schedule


Registration Fee (non-refundable)

Includes personal interview, writing assessment, and application fee. Fee must be received prior to pre-admission evaluation.


Student Fees (non-refundable)

The Montessori Accreditation Council for Teacher Education (MACTE) is a division of the U.S. Department of Education. All students must pay the MA CTE enrollment fee of $140.00. The American Montessori Society (AMS) requires a student fee of $160.00. This includes membership dues and a receipt of the quarterly magazine. These fees are due within the first thirty days of the Academic Workshop.

a) Independent study
$400 ($100 non-refundable text fee)

Includes all requires texts, study guide, review and evaluation of all written assignments. Fee is due upon acceptance into the program. Texts and study guide will be provided to the student once this fee is received.


b) Contact Instruction
$2500

270+ hours of classroom instruction. Includes written materials to complete the Montessori instructional albums. Fee is due at least 5 working days before the first class.


Practicum
$500


Includes a minimum of three observations and evaluations of the student teacher.

Fee must be paid at least 5 working days prior to beginning the Practicum.

**If Practicum site is out of the area, the student will be responsible for field representatives' travel expenses.


Review, Testing & Credential
$300


Payment must be received at least 5 working days prior to the first scheduled exam.


Total Tuition and Fees: $4,100.00

Reimbursement Policy


Registration Fee: The registration fee is refundable up to 5 days following


submission AND prior to the first academic workshop.

Student Fees: Student fees are paid to AMS & MACTE, and are non-refundable.


Independent Study: 100% of the fee is refundable if cancellation is made before the course materials are shipped to the student, or if the course materials are returned in an unopened and complete condition. No refund will be made if course materials are returned in unusable condition.


Contact Instruction: Fees for the contact instruction are refunded at a rate of $9.25 peer clock hour of instruction paid for but not received up to the 135th clock hour of classroom instruction (Note: fees for classroom instruction not received due to absence prior to formal withdrawal from the program will not be reimbursed). For example, if a student withdraws after receiving 10 clock hours of instruction, all fees paid for the contact instruction portion of the program will be refunded minus $92.50 for those 10 hours. After 135 clock hours of instruction, no refund will be given.


Practicum: Practicum fees are refunded at a rate of $134 for each of the 3 field observations not conducted.


Note: Students may petition an exception to this policy in the case of circumstances beyond their control.


All students must undergo a criminal background check to ensure their suitability in the 
classroom. Students who have been a resident of the State of Oregon for at least 18 months will pay a fee of $3.00. Otherwise, there will be an additional $65.00 fee for an FBI fingerprint check. Please see attached form.
